Important Notice Regarding All Licenses for

Manufactured Home Dealers, Brokers & their Salespersons

Effective July 1, 2010, all manufactured home dealers (new and used), brokers, and their salespersons will be licensed and regulated by the Ohio Manufactured Homes Commission (OMHC).  Our Commission has been working very closely with the Bureau of Motor Vehicle (BMV), Dealer Licensing, in order to make this transition as smoothly as possible.  By receiving this notice, your permit/license with the BMV is expected to transfer to our Commission July 1.
Your current permit/license numbers (NH, BD, and SL) from BMV will remain the same with our Commission. All licensees active with the BMV as of June 30, 2010 transferring to our Commission will remain active with no further action required on your part.  If you are a salesperson and your license is up for renewal with BMV June 30, 2010, you should renew your license with them in order to be transferred as active to our Commission.  Failure to do so could cause a lapse in your license and increased fees.  

License renewals with our Commission will take place as follows:


Dealers (NH and UH) and Brokers (BD) – all licensees will be renewed with our


Commission on March 31, 2011 (regardless of your current expiration).


Salespersons (SL) – all licensees will be renewed with our Commission on 


June 30, 2011 (regardless of your current expiration).

Again, provided you are active with the BMV as of June 30, 2010, there will be no further action required on your part with respect to your license.  As our Commission communicates via email, please email us your current permit/license #, name on permit, along with your valid email address to debbie.beaty@omhc.state.oh.us as soon as possible.   After July 1, 2010, any changes in your licensing status, address or contact information changes must be reported to our Commission. All forms will be available on our website after June 1 at www.omhc.ohio.gov under “Forms”.  Information will be forthcoming on how to renew your license on-line at least sixty (60) days prior to your next renewal.

 With respect to dealer plates and the ability to sell used motor vehicles (cars, trucks, trailers, etc.), action is required prior to July 1, 2010 as follows:

Plates – Effective July 1, 2010, any dealer plates previously issued to a NH permit will immediately become invalid.  Plates must be returned to the Dealer Licensing Section, Bureau of Motor Vehicles, at the address below.  Law enforcement will be notified that the plates are no longer valid.  Manufactured home dealers who transports their own or are hired to transport homes for others may apply for in-transit plates through the Dealer Licensing Section, Bureau of Motor Vehicles (Application BMV 4366).  Note:  To exchange dealer plates for in-transit plates, upon receipt of application BMV 4366, the BMV will issue in-transit plates, at no charge, equal to the number of dealer plates that the business has currently.  However if more plates are requested, additional plate fees will be required.  Please contact the BMV directly.
Selling Used Motor Vehicles – Businesses selling more then 5 motor vehicles (cars, trucks, trailers, etc.) in a 12 month period (including trade-ins), must apply for a used motor vehicle dealers license through the Dealer Licensing Section, Bureau of Motor Vehicles, if you want to continue selling vehicles. (Application BMV 4320).  Please review all requirements prior to making application.  A used motor vehicle dealership may be at the same location as a licensed manufactured home dealership.  

Apply Early - Applications for plates and/or used motor vehicle dealers license may take up to 4 – 6 weeks for processing, therefore, early submission is recommended.  Applications and requirements may be viewed and downloaded from www.OhioAutoDealers.com or you may call 614-752-7636 to have an application mailed.
