All Live Fire Training Operations Course participants are required to complete these Job Performance Requirement (JPR) forms, under the auspices of a chartered fire training program, within 12 months of completion of the 24-hour (minimum) course. 

Once completed, these forms shall be placed in the charter course / student files and a certificate of completion shall be issued to the participants.
