PROOF OF NAME CHANGE

Is your current legal name the same as the name listed on your BIRTH CERTIFICATE,
PASSPORT, or document(s) issued by the US DHS (Department of Homeland Security)?

If the answer is NO — You must connect your birth name with your current legal name. You must bring an
ORIGINAL or CERTIFIED COPY of the following name change documents to make that connection:

e Marriage Certificate or Marriage License*
e Certified Copy of a Decree of Divorce, Dissolution, or Annulment of Marriage*
e Certified Copy of a Court Ordered Name Change

*NOTE: If you have had more than one marriage, you may need to bring documentation from each marriage
and/or divorce to connect your birth certificate, passport or US DHS documents to your current legal name.
